SAILING THRU STUFF I MIGHT 
REGRET

	 These are peculiar times.  The art of 
politics is ugly, about which our 
politicians will, or rather, should agree.  
Our Action Agencies are being 
challenged instead of being honored 
with cooperation.  Public actions have 
turned violent.  People don’t like each 
other.  There are people ‘out there’ who I 
don’t like, and I suspect they don’t really 
care for me, but I doubt very much we 
will throw ‘haymakers’ at each  other.  
But, it is there, isn’t it?  We need to deal 
with it!  Don’t we?  I truly want peace for 
all of us with a country having 
instructions to protect us from those 
who might harm.  Why, on Earth, would 
I choose to start my message with 
language as this? 
	 I’ll try to explain.  Be patient.  Here 
goes!  We, members of a national 
organization, are also samples of a 
population of the citizenry of the U.S.A.  
We mortals belong!  To what?  As an 
organization of persons interested in 
safety on the world of water we are 
samples of the U.S. citizens who have 
chosen to make the world a better place 

through ‘safety.  We have chosen a very 
difficult task.  From my observations of 
boating on the ‘wee’ Trent River, just 
out-side of New Bern (Trent Woods), we 
will not prevent mishaps within this 
present generation.  Every day, or all-
most every day, when I visit the banks of 
the Trent I observe something not quite 
correct in the boating world.  
Admittedly, I have a major problem in 
not knowing the legal speed limit for 
this river, or the parts of the river*.  
Regardless, boaters exceed those limits.  
This has bothered me to the core; 
frequently I think of fatal mishaps inside 
our waters and wonder when the next 
will occur. 
	 Here is another, rather innocent item 
our neighbors have overlooked.  Next 
time you have an opportunity to visit a 
boatyard of wrappings around cleats 
where boats are tied, examine the 
various types of knots, loops and hitches 
used by folks who will tell you,”Heck, 
I’ve been using this river for fifty years 
and nobody has called my knots 
unwieldy, so buzz off.  So I buzz off and 
ultimately read in the newspaper about 
the huge fire at Squint’s Marina*.  
Emery Knowitall had a small fire in the 
cockpit of his seagoing Lightning Blitz 
and is responsible for setting the whole 
marina on fire.  His excuse was he could 
not get his boat away from the dock.  
With ninety-five wraps around his cleats 
topped with dozens of square knots, 
hitches and whatever, he surely couldn’t 
get anything away from the pier.  What 

simple way of attaching his vessel to the 
cleats should he have used?
